Cattle
General comments: 

· Repeated or prolonged gaps in vaccine stocks are on the increase (recent examples: calf scours and ringworm). The policy for managing shortages adopted by manufacturers seems to prioritise serving the largest clients first.

· For addressing the problems of applying cascade standard WP, we suggest studying the possibility of setting a WP using a comitology procedure, extrapolating from an existing WP for another species or from an MA in another European country.

· For specific cases where the use of drugs containing active substances without MRL is unavoidable (e.g. acepromazine as a tranquilliser), we need to study the possibility of creating a list of active substances which can be used with a 6-month WP, as is already the case for horses.

	Besnoitiosis
	No bovine MA - sulphonamides at high doses (far higher than currently authorised doses for cattle = current presentations not suitable) – vaccination possible (no vaccine available in Europe) – 1 vaccine exists in Israel (tachyzoite culture).

	A vaccine would be of interest for clinical control in infected farms and introduction of treatment-naïve breeding stock. The area is currently being studied by a group sponsored by GDS France, comprising relevant scientists + G. SALVAT support. Work in progress (Toulouse Veterinary College) on reliability of tests and sampling sites.

	Ocular infections with corneal lesions
	Very few drugs authorised for bovine use. 1 contains hydrocortisone, contraindicated in the event of corneal lesion. DRAXXIN (tulathromycin) is authorised for treatment of Moraxella bovis keratoconjunctivitis, but is prohibited among milk producers and comes in a presentation not particularly adapted to requirements. Use of ointments and eyedrops intended for pets.

For tuberculosis screening, French legislation (article 37 of decree of  15 September 2003 laying down technical and administrative measures for collective prophylaxis and veterinary control measures for tuberculosis in ruminants) provides for departmental director responsible for population protection to authorise vaccination against paratuberculosis in herds on receipt of written request from owner or keeper of same, provided that:

- no tuberculosis lesions have been detected in post mortem or autopsy examinations of cattle or goats from farm in question over the preceding 12 months;

- the appropriate laboratory analyses have detected paratuberculosis infection in the herd;

- only cattle or goats younger than one month old are vaccinated.
