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Horses
General comments: 
For veterinary drugs which contain an active substance covered by EC regulation 1950/2006 and which may therefore be used for horses, with a 6-month WP, it is hoped that the information may be given in the instructions for the veterinary drugs concerned. ANMV (French Veterinary Agency) points out that this is not done because use is not covered by MA since, by definition, the drugs in question do not have MA for horses. Reminder: the list of active substances and corresponding veterinary drugs can be found on the ANSES website (https://www.anses.fr/sites/default/files/documents/ANMV-AMM-Substances-actives-equides-20310415.pdf).

Note: amikacin has an MA for horse use in Italy for treating diarrhoea in foals.   Amikacin should be reserved for critical cases (on list of active substances for septic arthritis).
